In accordance with Player Commitment Regulations (BWF Statue 5.3.6), all players participating
in the finals of a tournament must attend the final ceremonies directly after the match or must
follow the instructions given by the organizers regarding ceremony protocol.

No equipment, including rackets and flags, are allowed to be brought onto the podium.
Clothing worn during the ceremony must be in accordance with the BWF GCR.

Access to Tournament venues and other services is provided through personalized and
photographic accreditation.

A medical officer and physiotherapist service will be available during the tournament, free of
charge to players.

Anti-Doping will be conducted in accordance with the BWF and WADA regulations. Please
consult the BWF website for further information, and to view the current WADA Prohibited list.
Please note that the athletes must complete a TUE application process to apply for
authorization to take medications which fall under the Prohibited List — _before they take
medication.

Doping control in badminton, in accordance with BWF Anti-Doping Regulations, is conducted out-
of-competition and in-competition with the collection of urine and/or blood samples.

Athletes are responsible for any substance found in their body. Before an athlete takes any
medication, they should check with their doctor, and if necessary, get a Therapeutic Use
Exemption (TUE).
